3. Read the three creeds (Apostles’, Nicene, Athanasian) & the Small Catechism
explanation. What do they have in common? What important differences- other than
length- do you find? The creeds exist to set an example for teaching the Trinity, not
“proving” it; how does that help your understanding of the creeds?

4. Consider the Morning and Evening Prayers in the SC, specifically the inclusion of the
Apostles Creed. How does this pattern teach you to look at everyday life in a trinitarian
way? How do you learn to see and trust God’s providence in everyday life?
