SERMON TEXT- Hebrews 13:1-8, 15-17, 20-21

!Let mutual love continue. 2Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for by doing that some have
entertained angels without knowing it. *Remember those who are in prison, as though you were in prison with
them; those who are being tortured, as though you yourselves were being tortured. “Let marriage be held in honor
by all, & let the marriage bed be kept undefiled; for God will judge fornicators & adulterers. *Keep your lives
free from the love of money, & be content with what you have; for he has said, "I will never leave you or forsake
you." 8So we can say with confidence, "The Lord is my helper; | will not be afraid. What can anyone do to me?"
"Remember your leaders, those who spoke the word of God to you; consider the outcome of their way of life, &
imitate their faith. 8Jesus Christ is the same yesterday & today & forever. **Through him, then, let us continually
offer a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of lips that confess his name. **Do not neglect to do good & to
share what you have, for such sacrifices are pleasing to God. Y’Obey your leaders & submit to them, for they are
keeping watch over your souls & will give an account. Let them do this with joy & not with sighing — for that
would be harmful to you. ®Now may the God of peace, who brought back from the dead our Lord Jesus, the great
shepherd of the sheep, by the blood of the eternal covenant, **make you complete in everything good so that you
may do his will, working among us that which is pleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be the glory
forever & ever. Amen.

2. Review the Formula of Concord Epitome: 1V Good Works. How do good works (vw15-16, 21) fit
into our lives? Which comes first “getting saved” or doing good works? See Luke 10:25-37;

3. V3 speaks of persecuted & martyred Christians, not merely ones who are disrespected or marginalized.

4. How is v17 (& v7) a biblical teaching? What about it makes you uncomfortable? How is this
a “heart” problem for you? See Large Catechism: 4" Commandment 158-176; SC: Table of Duties;
John 13:11-17, 20; 1 Thessalonians 5:12-13; 1 Timothy 5:17-22 ;1 Peter 5:1-15; James 3:1
