In context, Paul is speaking to the Ephesian elders 
and declares that he did not hold back but declared 
the whole counsel of God to them. Simply put, Paul 
did not pick and choose what he would preach but 
preached the entire counsel of God to people. As a 
pastor called by God, I must do the same.
